Benefits of the Program

* Mutations into property registers that had
been pending since many vyears were
conducted due to this program.

Government of Maharashtra allowed for
liabilities such as loans to be registered on
Form No 8 thereby many banks have
accepted property card as security.

Pune Zilha Parishad has taken a drive to
register women’s name in property
documents that is being implemented
along with Swamitva Scheme. For the first
time many women are owners of property.

Under Dr. APJ Abdul Kalam PURA Program
of Pune Zilha Parishad, infrastructure gap
analysis could be conducted. Prospective
plans have been developed.

* Consolidation of properties have reduced

numbers of property cards thereby
allowing for de-duplication of property
owners.

Disputes over property have been
redressed due to clearly marked property
and aligned with possession

Taxable areas have increased especially
due to feature extraction of habitations
outside Gaothan Areas.

e Encroachments have been identified on

public lands such as internal roads.
